Title of message: BREAK THAT BARRIER OF LIMITATION.

Text: Matt.14: 13 – 21
Introduction:  Mike Murdock said some things that I can never forget.  Two of them are quoted below.

1. “You will never conquer what you refuse to hate.”

2. “Stop looking at where you have been and start looking at where you can be.”

God has a purpose for everyone.  While some have discovered their purpose, some are still searching for what their purpose are (this is not a problem).  However, it is quite unfortunate that some are not concerned about the reason for their existence.  These latter sets of people are like livestock and poultry animals.  For example, when a goat or a chicken begins its journey from the morning, it will continue to wander (no specific destinations) about until the night and this repeats itself the next day – this is what we call a life without purpose.
It is important that believers in Christ should never accept “the life in Egypt” again.  This is a life of slavery.  If you believe in Christ, there is a Canaan for you.  There is a land full of milk and honey for you.  There is a place of comfort, happiness and joy for you.  You are not meant to suffer.  Don’t let the enemy deceive you.  Christ has settled this on the Cross of Calvary.

1 Peter 2: 9 says “But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light.”
Deut. 7: 6 says “For thou art an holy people unto the Lord thy God: the Lord thy God hath chosen thee to be a special people unto himself, above all people that are upon the face of the earth.”

It is important we pay particular attention to the underlined key words in the passages above.
We all know how they treat special guests at occasions.  Special people are usually ushered in to special seats prepared for them.  I declare prophetically today that the Holy Ghost will usher you to the place of the fulfilment of your destiny in Jesus name.  Amen.
Enough is enough of low life.  Enough is enough of limitations (race, colour, background, gender, etc.

I heard the story of a sister who is not pleased with the nature of the job she’s doing at the moment, most especially when she has no freedom upon her time and also for the fact that she is not having enough time in the presence of the Lord.  What is funny to me about the story is that I heard that the people around her said she is too proud.  I didn’t respond to the story but inside of me I prayed a simple prayer that the Lord should deliver me/us from people of low mind and mentality.
We need to realise that “DISCONTENT IS THE CATALYST FOR CHANGE.”

People say like beget like.  When you are surrounded by people of little mind, you are likely not going to see further because they always act as barriers to the fulfilment of your divine calling.  It is what they see that they will discuss with you.  And sooner, you will begin to see like them.  My advice to you today is that you should be provoked towards your purpose.

Jesus has never joked with limitations and barriers.  He has always refused and conquered them.

Matt. 14: 15 – 21 is the story of the miraculous feeding of the five thousand.  It is sometimes referred to as the miracle of the creation of substance.  It is evident that five loaves and two fishes are not sufficient to feed the multitude.  In verse 19, we read that Jesus blessed and break and gave. 

What Jesus did here is that all barriers before his followers are broken and the power of limitation is removed from their lives.  The foods that seemed insufficient were eaten by multitude and some fragments were left.  I declare prophetically today that all barriers before you are broken in Jesus name.  Amen.
Brothers and sisters, your actions are required to bring to fulfilment God’s promises concerning your life.  ACT NOW.  I have had opportunities to discuss different issues (career, immigration and finance) with a number of people.  Those who made effort to do something about their different cases never regretted it.  This is to the Glory of the Almighty.  You need to do something about your situation because the Bible tells us that “FAITH WITHOUT WORKS IS DEATH”.

God is still in the business of the creation of substance.  We once prayed using Ezekiel 21: 27 about overturning situations in the church.  The positive effects this has on my situations are not quantifiable.
There are occasions when we think we do not merit some kinds of open door due to who we are, where we come from and so on.  Jesus has broken the barrier.  It is possible to enjoy divine insurance cover without taking a policy as we can see in Matt. 15: 21 – 28.
In the story, a woman of Canaan came to Jesus in order to have her daughter healed of evil spirit.  The disciples of Jesus came to Him and said “send her away for she crieth after us – verse 23”.  Jesus said no and continued to talk with her.  (Have your pastor and his ministers refuse to talk to you because of one thing or the other?  I want you to know that someone somewhere is listening to you and His name is Jesus.)  At this point of the conversation, the woman began to worship Him.  YOU SHOULD NEVER UNDERESTIMATE A WORSHIPPER.
Jesus said to this woman (verse 26) – “It is not meet to take the children’s bread, and cast it to dogs”.  Jesus was trying to tell this woman that because of who she was she was outside the covenant rights of Israel and therefore she’s not entitled to receive an answer to her request from Him.  This woman replied with a great faith before Jesus and said “Truth, Lord, yet the dogs eat of the crumbs which fall from their master’s table.”
This woman was trying to tell Jesus that she knew His children very well.  They love to waste foods (blessings) a lot.  She was also saying that she could do a lot with the wasted foods that slipped from the hands of the people Jesus called His children.  At this point Jesus said He has no option than to grant this woman her request (even though she did not qualify) because of her great faith.

In conclusion, people might have said you do not qualify for blessings from them because of your past history that they know about.  They might have called you different names – a liar, an adulterer or adulteress, a lazy man etc but now you know who you are.  2 Cor. 5: 17 says “therefore, if a man be in Christ, he is a new creature, old things are passed away, behold all things are become new.”  You might not be entitled to the whole blessing but you can do a lot with the crumbs, provided they are given by Jesus.  I pray that those who are laughing at you will come back to lack with you in Jesus name.  Amen.  (Prayers.)
